We offer a full-
fledged Bachelor of Performing Arts in Music (B.P.A) degree, a four-year professionally oriented
degree program, designed to impart an intensive and comprehensive training in practical and
theoretical areas of music, balancing technical and musical skills for students planning to pursue a
career in music. We also offer a two-year program known as Music Associate Diploma that focuses
on the understanding of music and its various elements, providing a well-grounded foundation to
competently give leadership in music ministry, teach music in schools, conduct seminars and

workshops.

While the curriculum provides for these broad-based skills, it also focuses instruction in the area of
the student’s choice, be it voice, instruments, or composition, thus enabling them to be fully
